We are delighted to invite you to participate in the IX International Congress of Social Inclusion organised by the Institute of Pedagogy of the University of Natural Sciences and Humanities in Siedlce.

The conference will be held on May 23-24, 2022 in a hybrid form.
Congress Topics
The scientific project organised by our University, taking place as part of the International Congress of Social Inclusion, has been ongoing since 2014. These are scientific meetings aimed at broadening the knowledge of widely understood social inclusion in the context of social and cultural changes.
This interdisciplinary international conference integrates representatives from various fields of science. 
Each past Congress has resulted in the discovery of new, unexplored areas of inclusion and set new goals in research and professional work by both participants and organisers. 
The aim of the IX International Congress of Social Inclusion is to present the thoughts of representatives of science and practitioners on the most important issues related to inclusive education.
The following topics for discussion have been planned:
1. The anthropological sense of inclusive education;
2. Hopes and disappointments in inclusive education of children and youth with disabilities;
3. Hopes and disappointments in inclusive education of maladjusted children and youth and those at risk of social maladjustment;
4. Hopes and disappointments in inclusive education of adults.
We are hoping that the scientific meeting, to which you are cordially invited, will help us introduce innovative solutions in the field of inclusive education, both in Poland and in other European countries.
The result of our considerations will be the publication of peer-reviewed scientific monographs (a chapter in the monograph is scored 20 points).
There is a possibility to publish an article in the journal "Disabled Student. Sketches and Thesis” (the journal is scored 20 points on the Polish ministerial list. It is also included in the database Index Copernicus). Please submit texts for the journal only through the journal platform of the Scientific Publishing House of Siedlce University of Natural Sciences and Humanities. The texts should be written in accordance with the publishing requirements on the website of the Scientific Publishing House of Siedlce University of Natural Sciences and Humanities.
